Christopher Welch, of Cloverdale, addressed the council. He is trying to purchase, with cash, a house located in
downtown Cloverdale. The home is in foreclosure. Both the bank that owns the home and the listing agent are
from out of the area. Mr. Welch asked if an agent who sells real estate in Cloverdale has to have a Cloverdale
business license. Mayor Cox informed Mr. Welch that Council is unable to speak on this item now as it is not
agendized and recommended that Mr. Welch visit City Hall to talk with City Staff. City Manager Regor
recommended that Mr. Welch talk with Finance and Accounting Manager Diana Edwards.

Assistant City Manager/CD Director Massey presented the staff report.
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Action: Motion was made by Councilmember Russell to approve by Motion Order Mayor Cox’s 
appointment of Raul Riefkohl as a member of the Planning Commission; seconded by Vice Mayor Palla. The
vote carried by voice vote: 5-ayes, 0-noes.

6. Consideration of Resolution No. 002-2012 Approving a Professional Services Agreement with Brelje &
Race Consulting Civil Engineers to Prepare Bid Documents and Provide Construction Management
Services for a Biosolids Removal Project (CC) Wade
Recommendation: Move to approve by title only Resolution No. 002-2012 approving a Professional
Services Agreement with Brelje & Race Consulting Civil Engineers to prepare bid documents and provide
construction management services for a biosolids removal project.

City Engineer Wade presented the staff report. Wade pointed out that this project could potentially be in
excess of $250k. He also recommended that these types of maintenance costs begin to be tracked and
budgeted for as annual costs.

Councilmember Russell asked what methods of processing are used. Wade replied that there is no further
processing required, that it is simply a matter of getting the water out of the solids so that the City is paying
to transport dry rather than wet tonnage.
Russell stated that the last time this was done was 15 years ago and now, since there has been an increase
in population, is the City going to be facing an ongoing problem? Are we going to end up here again sooner
than 15 years in the future? Wade stated that this is something that he cannot quantify and that it will
likely depend on the amount processed this time.

Vice Mayor Palla asked if the RFP process was followed or if this was a sole source. Wade replied that it was
a sole source and that the agency contracted with has a lot of local experience. Mayor Wolter asked why it
has to be local experience. Wade replied that it doesn’t but that he was able to get information from other 
local entities about the success of this provider.

Mayor Cox reiterated Russell’s concern that we not find ourselves facing this same issue sooner than 15 
years in the future and inquired if the City had budgeted for this expense. Wade replied that this was not a
budgeted item.

Vice Mayor Palla expressed concern over the Water and Sewer Enterprise Funds Reserves being stretched
and requested an update on our rate/fee structure. City Manger Regor explained that the process staff has
been following is to do an update to the City’s Capital Improvement Program(CIP), then complete the
Operational Review that is being conducted, and then perform a rate study. The CIP and impact fee
updates have been completed, and the organizational review is underway. Regor also stated that the
ending balance of the sewer fund is in better shape than that of the water fund.

Mayor Cox opened and closed the public comment. No testimony was received

Action: Motion was made by Councilmember Wolter to approve by title only Resolution No. 002-2012
approving a Professional Services Agreement with Brelje & Race Consulting Civil Engineers to prepare Bid
Documents and Provide Construction Management Services for a Biosolids Removal Project; seconded by
Councilmember Maacks. The vote carried by voice vote: 5-ayes, 0-noes.

7. Introduction of an Ordinance Amending Chapter 3.32 of the Cloverdale Municipal Code to Update the
City’s Documentary Transfer Tax Ordinance(CC) Danly/Thorington
Recommendation: Staff recommends introducing the ordinance.
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City Attorney Danly presented the staff report.

Councilmember Russell asked why, given this difficult economic times, the City would be reducing a
potential income source. She also asked if a property owner would be eligible for a refund. Danly replied
that in 1993, when the tax was adjusted up from $0.55 to $1.10 it was thought to be permissible, however,
recent case law interpretations suggest otherwise. The city needs to conform the tax to the case law. Danly
also stated that it is conceivable that someone may seek a refund.

Mayor Cox allowed for public comment.

Deanna Star, of Cloverdale, asked what measures other Cities are taking and if there have been requests
for refunds in other jurisdictions?
Danly replied that he does not know if there have been requests for refunds and stated that currently the
only city in Sonoma County that has not reduced the tax back to $0.55 is Sebastopol.

Mayor Cox closed the public comment period.

Action: Motion was made by Vice Mayor Palla to introduce by title only the Ordinance Amending Chapter
3.32 of the Cloverdale Municipal Code to Update the City’s Documentary Transfer Tax Ordinance; seconded 
by Councilmember Russell. The vote carried by voice vote: 5-ayes, 0-noes.

8. Consideration of an adoption of Resolution Declaring Whether the City of Cloverdale Will Serve as the
Successor Agency to the Cloverdale Community Development Agency Pursuant to California Health and
Safety Code Section 34173(d)(1) (CC) Danly/Regor
Recommendation:Adopt a resolution declaring the City’s intent to serve as the Successor Agency to the
Community Development Agency.

City Manager Regor presented the staff report and a power point presentation (attached to the record as
Exhibit 2) to provide background information on the legislation.

There are three legislative actions that are being discussed at the State level. The first would be to extend
the deadline to April 15. This would require an urgency clause in order to be effective. Potential to clean up
the housing provisions of the elimination legislation so that the funds for the housing agency is a potential
second piece of legislation, and the third is to possibly reinstate redevelopment agencies (RDAs) in some
way. The probability of any of these legislative actions passing is unknown.

If the City chooses not to become the successor agency, one of the other taxing agencies within the RDA
boundaries may choose to fill the role. If no taxing entity wishes to do so, the Governor would appoint a
successor agency. The City is only obligated to adopt a Resolution if it does not want to become the
successor agency, but if the City chooses to become the successor agency, it would be prudent to adopt a
Resolution that clearly states the decision and that speaks to potential liabilities.

Councilmember Wolter asked what the enticement for someone else to step forward and become the
successor agency if the City chooses not to be. City Attorney Danly replied that they would have available
to them the share of tax increment to fund admin winding down activities; there is not a lot of enticement.
Regor stated that it is very agency dependent; for instance, if there are projects in process that it wants to
influence, another entity may wish to be the successor agency. Wolter stated that he would prefer for the
City to be the successor agency. Regor stated that she believes the City is better off starting out as the
successor agency, and if later the City feels it is no longer in its best interest to continue as the successor
agency, we could make a decision to no longer be the successor agency.
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Vice Mayor Palla stated that it does not make sense not to be the successor agency. He is concerned about
the balloon payment and the City’s inability to set funds aside to pay for this. If we are the successor, could
we relinquish that control at any time? Danly replied that he believes so, but that it will have to be
monitored closely. Danly stated that the City of LA opted to not be successor and that cities like Cloverdale
may wish to accept their successor agency role and to relinquish that status at a later date and noted that
you couldn’t do the reverse. 

Councilmember Russell stated that it seems to her that the general trend is to move forward and try to
retain control.

Mayor Cox stated that he sees reason to be the successor agency at least in the beginning.

Councilmember Maacks, asked about the Thyme Square site, under both scenarios what would happen to
that property? Regor replied that the site was acquired with housing funds and at this time we are not sure
of the relationship between housing and the oversight board. The successor agency is required by the
elimination legislation to dispose of all assets and properties owned by the former redevelopment agency
“expeditiously and in a manner aimed at maximizing value.”  This is donewith the approval of the oversight
board. An agency could argue that completion of project would be the best way to maximize the value, but
it is up to the oversight board to approve the path. Danly stated that whichever agency is the successor
agency, it is going to be under the oversight board’s direction to maximize the assets. The people who
ultimately make up the oversight board and their view on redevelopment will largely impact whether or
not the path laid out by the successor agency is ultimately approved.

Mayor Cox allowed for public comment.

La Reva Myles, of 120 N East, Cloverdale, stated that she is disheartened by this legislation and asked how
it will affect Cloverdale. She requested information as to the size of funds, projects, jobs, properties like
CPAC, etc. Danly replied that the contracts clause protects the rights and remedies to private contracts.
RDA elimination legislation was written with saving clauses. Existing obligations lists, agreements between
RDA and the city are to be voided and canceled but recognizes that contracts with third parties cannot be.
There are other properties that if not subject to third party binding agreements may be subject to sale,
which could include the Thyme Square and Cherry Creek properties. Available fund balances, the entire
20% set aside at risk for return. Regor stated that the City has a $6–7 million fund balance in its combined
Redevelopment and Affordable Housing Funds. Thyme Square and Cherry Creek are the two main capital
assets.

La Reva asked about the Fire Station. Danly stated that this is subject to third party agreement. Regor
stated that when construction is completed the asset is transferred. La Reva asked about the number of
jobs to be impacted. Regor responded that estimating the number of jobs affected within the community is
very speculative and staff has not attempted to quantify it, but the jobs within the City organization
affected by the redevelopment agency elimination will be discussed in the budget presentation next.

Danly stated that the fund balance earmarked for police station is at risk for return.

Mayor Cox closed the public comment period.

Vice Mayor Palla asked which existing City employees are funded by RDA funds. Regor responded that that
is to be discussed in the next agenda item.
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Action: Motion was made by Vice Mayor Palla to approve by title only Resolution No. 003-2012 Electing to
serve as Successor Agency to the Cloverdale Community Development Agency Pursuant to Health and
Safety Code Section 34177; seconded by Councilmember Wolter. The vote carried by voice vote: 5-ayes, 0-
noes.

After the motion was made, Danly received updated information on language to include in this type of
Resolution. Danly recommended inserting the following recital:

“WHEREAS, Health and Safety Code Section 34173(e) provides that the liability of any successor agency
acting pursuant to ABx1 26 shall be limited to the extent of the total sum of property tax revenues it
receives pursuant to ABx1 26 and the value of assets transferred to it as a successor agency for a dissolved
redevelopment agency; and”

As well as the following sentence:

“The City makes this election in reliance upon the limitation of liability set forth in Health and Safety Code
Section 34173(e) and reserves the right pursuant to applicable law to rescind such election.”

Action: Motion was made by Vice Mayor Palla to approve, as amended, by title only Resolution No. 003-
2012 Electing to serve as Successor Agency to the Cloverdale Community Development Agency Pursuant to
Health and Safety Code Section 34177; seconded by Councilmember Wolter. The vote carried by voice
vote: 5-ayes, 0-noes.

9. Update on FY 2011/12 Budget (CC) Regor/Edwards
Recommendation: Provide feedback and direction to staff

City Manager Regor presented the staff report and a power point presentation (attached to the record as
Exhibit 3).

Councilmember Russell thanked Regor and other staff for their efforts.
Regor stated that staff is being forced to be redirected from doing proactive things to doing things that are
reactive and administrative, which is contrary during a time when the state is encouraging economic
revitalization.

Vice Mayor Palla asked when the end of the RDA balloon payment will hit. Regor replied that it will be due
in 2017 and that 2017 would close out the bonds. Palla asked if, and when, the City will see any money
back through reallocation. Regor stated that it’s not clear how the reallocation iscalculated, but that the
state looks at each agency and nets out the enforceable obligation payment schedule (EOPS); the
remainder is divided. This is done every six months, so it is not possible to build up reserves to make future
bond payments. Our tax increment is currently equal to our bond debt service, so if each Redevelopment
Agency is looked at in isolation, the City would not receive additional funds until after the bonds are retired
in 2017. Palla would like to see what the projection would be for when things will start to work their way
back up.

Finance and Accounting Manager Edwards stated that the auditors/controllers are meeting together to be
able to react consistently throughout California to determine in what order they calculate.

Councilmember Maacks stated that to him it sounds like the only thing we can do in the interim is to try to
attract more folks to come to Cloverdale as residents and businesses in an effort to increase our tax base.
Regor replied that staff and Council will take a look at the City’s Economic Development to shift priorities to
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focus on things such as marketing, business attraction, etc.
Maacks thinks that Cloverdale should consider advertising in San Francisco and that Chamber CEO Carla
Howell should focus efforts on attracting the smaller businesses that are losing their space in the City of
San Francisco.

Councilmember Wolter thanked staff for their efforts.

Mayor Cox stated that he appreciates the work that is being done.

General Council consensus is that Regor should move forward with the proposal as presented and bring it
back for council consideration and approval at their January 25 meeting.

Mayor Cox allowed for public comment. No testimony was received.

Assessment District for Fiscal Year 2012-13

Summary
The Cloverdale Landscaping and Lighting Assessment District (“District”) was initially formed by the City in 1997 
in accordance with the Landscaping and LightingAct of 1972 (“Landscaping and Lighting Act”)to pay for costs
associated with maintaining landscaping and maintenance in the creek area associated with Jefferson Springs IV
subdivision (Zone 1). Additional zones have been annexed into the District over time and there are currently a
total of seven Zones in the District.

The Landscaping and Lighting Act requires that the City undertake certain proceedings for any fiscal year in
which assessments are to be levied and collected. These proceedings are typically accomplished at three
separate Council meetings with the following actions:

1) Adopt a resolution appointing the Engineer of Work and directing the preparation of the annual
Engineer’s Report.

2) Approve the PreliminaryEngineer’s Report, declare the City Council’s intent to levy assessments and set 
a date for a public hearing.

3) Conduct a public hearing, approve the Final Engineer’s Reportand authorize the levying and collection
of assessments for the upcoming fiscal year.

The attached resolution begins the proceedings for the 2012-13 Fiscal Year.  The Engineer’s Report will analyze 
the anticipated FY 2012-13 costs for each zone in the District and determine the corresponding assessment
amounts.  The City Council can make changes to the Engineer’s Report once it has been prepared and filed.
There are no annexations to the District anticipated for FY 2012-13.

The City Council has appointed Coastland Civil Engineering, the City Engineer, as the Engineer of Work for these
proceedings since 1997 and they have demonstrated the expertise necessary to perform the work.

Options
1. Adopt a resolution appointing Coastland Civil Engineering as Engineer of Work for the FY 2012-13

Cloverdale Landscaping and Lighting Assessment District work.
2. Direct staff to locate another consulting firm that has the appropriate experience in assessment district
work.

Budget/Financial Impact
All costs associated with these annual proceedings and the annual operation, maintenance and
administration of the Landscaping and Lighting Assessment District are recovered from the annual
assessments levied on the properties within the District. The FY 2011-12 Engineer’s Report included $8,600
for Assessment Engineering to cover the cost of preparing the annual report. It is anticipated that the FY
2012-13 Engineer’s Report will include a similar amount.

Summary
The 2010–2011 Sidewalk ADA Improvement Project consisted of the installation of twelve (12) pedestrian
ramps at various locations within the City (see attached map). The project was advertised for bids in
accordance with the Public Contract Code and the Council awarded a construction contract to Fieldstone
Construction Company on September 28, 2011. The work was completed on November 28, 2011.

The work under this contract has been completed in accordance with the terms of the contract and to the
City’s satisfaction.  Accordingly, staff is recommending that the Council adopt a resolution accepting the 
improvements and authorizing the City Engineer to release the contract bonds. The maintenance bond will
be retained for one year and then released, so long as all of the improvements remain in acceptable
condition. After acceptance by the City, a Notice of Completion will be filed and recorded at the County
Recorder’s office.

Options
1. Accept the improvements.
2. Do not accept the improvements.

Budget/Financial Impact
The project was funded primarily through a federal Community Development Block Grant allocated through
the Sonoma County Community Development Commission. The amount of that grant was $91,885. The
amount available for construction after subtracting environmental review and design costs was $63,506.
Supplemental project funding was provided from Gas Tax revenues in the amount of $14,357. The final
construction costs are summarized below.
