Dear David,

The purpose of this letter proposal is to provide the City of Cloverdale (City) with a proposed Scope of Services,
Budget, and Schedule for on-call, as-needed support for city engineer services. We appreciate the opportunity
to continue with this important support effort and to be of service to the City.

We are proud of our successful collaborations with the City, including obtaining approximately $4.6 million in
grant funding for Citywide Drought Relief Projects ($3,005,000), First Street ADA Sidewalk Repair ($392,000),
Cloverdale Sidewalk Completion ($500,000), and Cloverdale Traffic Calming ($700,000). We hope to continue
with similar achievements.

SCOPE OF SERVICES

It is anticipated that city engineer services will include planning, organizing, directing, and overseeing the
activities and operations of the Engineering Department and supporting the Public Works Department,
including design and inspection in the areas of land development, traffic, utilities, solid waste, storm,
sewer, and treatment. This position may formulate policy, develop goals and objectives, supervise staff,
and administer the departments’ budgets.

For the purposes of this contract, Vanessa Apodaca, Senior Engineer, will serve as the on-call contract
engineer/project manager, with support provided by assigned West Yost staff, as needed. Key tasks
necessary to perform this proposed Scope of Services are described below.

Task 1. On-Call Support

West Yost will provide professional engineering services on an as-needed basis and as directed by the
City Manager. Ms. Apodaca will be available remotely on an on-call basis for up to fifteen (15) hours per
week on average, including up to three (3) in-person visits to City offices or other City facilities per month.
Additional hours and/or in-person meetings may be available with advance notice.

In addition to Ms. Apodaca’s direct availability, West Yost has additional professional, technical, and office
administrative staff available to support the on-call services. Ms. Apodaca would supervise and oversee
any additional support staff needed to accomplish anticipated duties.

Participate in the development and implementation of both short-range and long-range
goals, objectives, policies, and procedures relative to public works engineering activities and
maintenance operations.

Funding support, including grant applications and grant administration.

Propose, review, and negotiate development conditions and coordinate with developers,
contractors, and engineers.

Perform public works inspections and construction management for development projects.

Administer contracts for engineering consultants and construction of municipal buildings
and other public works.

Interpret and/or establish technical criteria, standards, and administrative policies for
subordinates, other departments, and the public.

Determine scope of engineering projects, review plans of private contractors, and make
technical engineering decisions.

Manage, oversee, and participate in the preparation and administration of the Capital
Improvement Program.

Represent the Engineering Department at City Council, local and regional commission meetings.

Prepare and administer the Engineering Departments’ budgets and authorize all requisitions
and payments associated therewith.

Prepare and present engineering recommendations to the City Council after considering
alternatives, advisability, and conformance of proposals with applicable codes, rules,
regulations, and industry standards.

Coordinate engineering activities with other City departments and with outside agencies.
Prepare reports, correspondences, special studies, and technical memorandumes.
Respond to complex citizen inquiries and complaints.

Provide professional and technical staff assistance.

Support the Public Works Director and other City staff.

Perform related duties as assigned.

Anticipated duties do not include emergency command or staffing the City’s Emergency Operations
Center in the event of an emergency.

Task 2. Project Management and Quality Assurance/Quality Control

This task includes project management related activities, including project initiation, general project
coordination, and development and review of project invoices. Under this task, detailed descriptions of
services performed will be developed and included with monthly invoices.

Before submitting deliverables to the City, they will undergo a QA/QC review by a qualified member of
West Yost staff.

BUDGET AND SCHEDULE

West Yost will perform the Scope of Services described above on a time-and-expenses basis, at the billing rates
set forth in West Yost's attached 2023 Billing Rate Schedule. We have assumed a monthly level of effort of
approximately 60 hours of Ms. Apodaca’s time and 90 hours of additional technical and support staff. Actual
level of effort may be less depending on the City’s needs. West Yost estimates the on-call support services to
cost approximately $282,000 through December 2023. Approximately 25 percent of the support services cost
is anticipated to be reimbursable by development, annexation, and grant projects.

West Yost will not exceed the estimated cost without written authorization. If additional budget is
required to complete work associated with this assignment, we will consult with the City to determine an
appropriate scope and fee amendment. Contract extensions and budget amendments may be subject to
an annual increase in billing rates.

West Yost is prepared to begin work immediately upon receipt of an executed Agreement and notice
to proceed.

Thank you for the opportunity to be of service to the City of Cloverdale. We look forward to continuing
our successful relationship with the City.

B A Finance Charge of 1.5% per month (an Annual Rate of 18%) on the unpaid balance will be added to invoice amounts
if not paid within 45 days from the date of the invoice.
