A RESOLUTION OF THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF CLOVERDALE AUTHORIZING THE CITY MANGER
UPON APPROVAL BY THE CITY ATTORNEY TO EXECUTE A PROFESSIONAL SERVICES AGREEMENT WITH
ROSS DRULIS CUSENBERY OF SONOMA COUNTY CALIFORNIA FOR ARCHITECTURAL DESIGN SERVICES
OF THE NEW PUBLIC SAFETY FACILITY IN AN AMOUNT NOT TO EXCEED $688,979

WHEREAS, the City Council of the City of Cloverdale has determined that there is a need for a new
public safety facility due to the condition of the existing police station; and

WHEREAS, the City of Cloverdale issued a Request for Proposals (RFP) on February 23, 2017, to solicit
responses from qualified architectural firms for public safety facility design work; and

WHEREAS, a project of this type necessitates the use of a professional architectural firm for the design
and eventual construction of the facility; and

WHEREAS, two firms, Glass Architecture and Ross Drulis Cusenbery Architects both of Sonoma County
were considered the finalists by the City’s Public Safety Facility Project Team; and

WHEREAS, The City’s Public Safety Facility Team conducted interviews of both firms as well as toured a
public safety facility that each firm designed; and

WHEREAS, based on the presentations, deliberations and overall strategy expressed by the finalists the
City’s Public Safety Facility Team unanimously recommends that the firm of Ross Drulis Cusenbery be
awarded the architectural contract in response to the City’s Request for Proposal dated February 23,
2017,

THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, that the City Council of the City of Cloverdale hereby authorizes the City
Manager to execute a Professional Services Agreement, upon approval by the City Attorney, with the
architectural firm of Ross Drulis Cusenbery of Sonoma County for Public Safety Facility Design and
related services as outlined in their updated proposal dated September 18, 2017, in an amount not to
exceed $688,979.
